In order to receive credit for SVCC’s DSL 181, the
student must have completed Automotive Servicing I, 11,
I11 at the secondary level with a competency level of 80%
or better and a copy of their competency record(s) must be
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submitted to the Head of the Diesel Program.

Student completing Automotive Servicing I, Il, 11l with a
competency level of less than 80% may take the basic
skills test administered by the SVCC Diesel Program and
students who pass that test will receive credit for DSL
181.

If a student only completes Automotive Servicing 1,11, a
basic skills test will be administered by the SVCC Diesel
Program. Students completing that test with a passing
grade will receive credit for DSL 181.

Students who only complete Automotive Servicing |
cannot receive credit for DSL 181 without completing the
course at SVCC.
